4. Malta, Tyler, Jefferson, Lincoln, and Brooks remain 2 section
schools

5. Littlejohn ES becomes a 2-section school
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Boundary Adjustment Parameters

General Considerations

- Minimize impact on students. Move as few students as
possible.

- Minimize transportation costs for schools, and focus on
neighborhood school concept whenever possible. Try to send
students to a school as close to their home as possible.

- Utilize major geographic features (i.e. roads, rivers, and
railroads ) for boundary lines.
